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Jerry Krenz, SOUTH FLORIDA
WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT
Everglades Recreational Program
Manager, announced the following
STA waterfowl hunting plan which
was approved on July 12th by the
SFWMD GOVERNING BOARD.

STA 5 will have 25 permits for
morning and 25 permits for
afternoon hunts on Sundays.

STA 3/4 will have 50 morning and
50 afternoon permits on
Saturdays.

STA 1W will have 25 morning and
25 afternoon permits on Sundays
for the south cells.

Each non-transferable permit
allows the permit holder, one
hunting guest and one non-hunting
guest to have access to the STA.

The “walk in” program will remain
as in previous seasons. The
“replacement” routine will be added
to the regulations. STAs are open
for hunting one day (Saturday or
Sunday) each week of the Early
Teal, Regular and Youth Hunt
seasons.

The twenty-five additional permits
for STA 3/4 add over 1000 hunting
opportunities to this year’s STA

program. The 2006/07 hunting
opportunities will total over 5000!

The “call in” for permits is August
29 at 10 AM EDT. Prior to that
date the applicant must procure a
“worksheet” from the FWC at:
myfwc.com/hunting/quotahunt.
These will be available about two
weeks before the August 29 date.
On August 29 applications will be
accepted at any tax collectors
office, by phoning 1-888-486-8356
or via internet at:
myfwc.com/license. A series of
preferred hunts can be entered and
the first available will be instantly
awarded. One hunt per STA during
regular season will be allowed, plus
one hunt for Early Teal and a Youth
Hunt. The regulations and
permitting process described here
are preliminary. The official
program will be posted in August
and hunters should check the FWC
website at: www.myfwc.com.

public SFWMD and FWC meeting
preparing the 2006/07 STA
waterfowl hunting program. Their
hard work has paid off with the
best STA hunting plan to date. The
UW-F goal to open additional STAs
to waterfowling, especially STA 2,
remains.

A sad July song for duck hunters.
Early Teal Season is still two months
away. Too soon to break out the
decoys for a new paint job, too soon
to dress up the camo on the rig, and
most of us are too financially
challenged to afford a trip down to
the Argentine winter for south of the
equator waterfowling.

The only breaks in the
monotony of Florida’s
summer heat and
torrential rain are the
occasional trade shows
such as the HUNTING
CLASSICS sponsored by
BASS PRO SHOPS. The
UW-F booths are always
active…..at least we can
talk about duck hunting!

Fishing is a great diversion
in the Spring just after
Season closes, but soon
loses a lot of appeal in the
summer heat. There’s
“Mini Lobster Season” in
July, but finding a lobster in a hole
just doesn’t give the thrill of a flock
of teal diving into your decoys.

SUMMER DOLDRUMS, an all too
descriptive name!

Agency meetings can be “cool”.

There is a way to keep duck
hunting on your agenda even in
the summer heat. The agencies
we lobby that determine when,
where and how we hunt have
meetings and workshops
throughout the year. The
meetings are often long and
tedious and the subjects may be
projects not to be completed “till
2012”, but speaking out at a
workshop on a project today

asking for “a boat ramp for
public access” and for “hunting
to be listed as a recreation on
the property” is crucial. Once
the construction plans are
drawn, adding boat ramps and
other public access facilities can
be almost impossible. You can
have a positive impact on future
waterfowling opportunities right
in your own county.

The SOUTH FLORIDA WATER
MANAGEMENT DISTRICT is

building projects, including
Reservoirs as large as 10 miles
across, in the sixteen central
and southern Florida counties
stretching from Orlando to the
Keys. The ST. JOHNS RIVER
WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT
has multiple projects and lands
from Jacksonville to Melbourne.
The other WMDS: SOUTHWEST
FLORIDA WATER MANAGEMENT
DISTRICT, SUWANEE RIVER
WATER MANAGEMENT
DISTRICT, and NORTHWEST
FLORIDA WATER MANAGEMENT
DISTRICT have thousands of
acres of lands available for
hunting. The National Forests
and Refuges all have programs
for hunting access. Check the
CALENDAR on the UW-F website

for the dates and times of
meetings in your area.

You can only become a
player by being in the game!

Local UW-F Regional Directors
and members determine the
level of activity. The charge is
to attend the various agencies’
meetings, develop positive
relationships with the staffs and
be the VOICE for issues effecting
duck hunting. Speaking for UW-
